Romania is going through a time of many transitions brought in by the radical political and economical changes. The pountry
joined the European Union on January 1, 2007 and over 3 million left the country for jobs in the Western European nftions.
Many children have been left home by themselves. Teenagers have become overnight moms and dads to their younper brothers
and sisters in the absence of their parents. Other children have been left with their grandparents, who cannot providg proper
education and supervision. Some of these kids live with one parent here in Romania, while the other parent is workinp thou-
sands of miles away. More and more sociologists express their concern because of this new social pherfamdreds of
thousands of children left alone in Romania by their parents for material gain.

This is a tragedy. However, we can see only the tragic part, or we can also the opportunity that comes with this. & tragedy i
always an opportunity for Godés glory to shine throyggh His p
children and to their families. Please pray with us and for us, that we would find the wisest ways of reaching ousin CHrist'

love to these abandoned children and to many families which are falling apart! The Children Desiring God curriculum|that we

Please also pray with us for the casting and implementaticoaftaréodi-
sion and strategy for parents and their children.

Due to this large exodus of Romanians to Western Europe, there are now large Romanian communities in countries [ike Italy,
Spain, Germany, etc. Among the Romanians who moved in the last few years from Romania to Western Europe, thefe are
many evangelical Christians. The result is the establishment of Romanian evangelical congregations in many of the large West-
ern European cities. While many churches in Romania continue to focus only on their own backyard, God is opening|a large
door for taking the Gospel back to the secularized Western European nations. The Mission Torch Europe movementjwas initi-
ated by our RAM strategic church in Bucharest. The Romanian evangelical churches are encouraged to join hands with
churches throughout Romania and surrounding countries, and with partnering mission boards and organizations, and send mis-
sion teams to those Western European locations were Eastern European churches have been started. Once there, tihe mission
teams work with the local churches to challenge and train their people for evangelistic and mission work. A Mission Tlorch

team has recently visited Chisinau city and challenged the Baptist congregations from the Republic of Moldova to seigze the
moment and get involved. Please pray with us that more and more Romanian pastors and church leaders would catdh the vision
for taking the Gospel back to Europe. Pray for a missions fire to spread throughout Europe! Pray also for churches inf America
to catch this vision and join us in this mission effort! Pray that many European villages, towns and cities would betkavg¢pt by
power of the Gospel to the glory of God!

Our RAM missionaries continue to minister sacrificially here at home. Please pray that God would strengthen them bpth spiri-
tually and physically! Pray also for their wives and children who sacrifice together with them. Pray for more suppee fqr the
ministers. After joining the European Union, the Romanian government began to impose higher levels for the minimum salary
per economy. It is harder and harder to pay a missionary to the level required by the government! May we continue t¢ share
with those who labor with the Gospel and are in great need, knowing that Christ is at hand with His reward!
